If your home is now too big for you and you
would like to move to a smaller, more suitable
home but canit face the upheaval or afford the
costs, then we can help you with some of the
practical jobs and costs involved and take away
much of the stress.

The Beneycial Transfer Scheme can help in a
number of ways:

A You will be awarded extra priority on our
transfer list.

A You will be entitled to receive a payment for
moving to a smaller home.

A You will be entitled to compensation to help
with the cost of the move.

A In cases of hardship, we may pay for certain
removal costs before the compensation claim
is settled and then take this money from the
ynal settlement.



The jobs which we can help with
include:

A Arranging the removals

A Changing your energy suppliers

A Changing your address details

A Disconnecting and reconnecting your cooker
A Redecorating your new home

A Fitting new carpets and curtains

A Support in your new home

How to qualify

To qualify for the above support you will still
have to be offered a home through our usual
Allocations Policy and Procedure. This will

be subject to the usual waiting time on the
transfer waiting list. However, in most cases a
tenant applying to move from a family house
into one of the qualifying properties will be
awarded urgent priority.

You would be able to choose your new home
from the homes that are available. At no stage
would you have to move to a property you do
not want to move to.

Some things for you to think about by
moving to a smaller home:

A You could have lower bills such as heating
and lighting

A Your council tax bill would be lower.

A You would need less furniture

A There would be less cleaning and
tidying required
