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This leaþet gives you information 
about installing a Satellite Dish. 

You must get our permission before you put up 
a satellite dish. If we give you permission, you 
will be responsible for supervising and paying 
for the work.

Many of our new properties are being 
ýtted with a communal satellite dish so we 
recommend that your ýrst step is to contact 
your local management team to ýnd out if this 
is the case for your property

If your property does not beneýt from a 
communal satellite dish there are a number of 
steps you need to go through before you can 
have a satellite dish ýtted. Satellite dishes 
must not be installed until you have our 
written permission. In most cases planning 
permission is also required by local councils 
before a satellite dish can be ýtted.  



Criteria for Consideration

We will not unreasonably refuse requests for 
satellite dish installations.

Examples of when it may be necessary to refuse 
approval include (but are not limited to):

Å The installation would make the property  
less safe.

Å The installation would result in additional  
cost to us.

Å The installation may interfere with intended 
major repairs.

Å The installation does not comply with special 
restrictions regarding listed buildings or 
those in designated areas.

Å Planning permission has been refused  
if required.
